Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary 

(20th Sunday of the Year) 

 

This Sunday’s Scripture 
 

The Assumption: Mary is assumed into heaven after her natural death. 

Where she has gone ahead of us, we can follow, with her help. God has done 

great things for Mary. He also wants to do great things for us. 
 

Weekday Masses: For the remainder of August, weekday Masses at Grange 
on Tuesdays and Wednesdays will be replaced by Services of the Word with 

the Eucharist.  There will be no Mass or service on Saturdays at Grange. At 

Arnside and Milnthorpe, Mgr. Slattery will celebrate Masses during the week. 

(Please see Mass list for details). 
 

Liturgy of the Word: there may be Liturgy of the Word with Communion 

instead of weekday Masses during the remainder of August. Please see the 
Mass list.  For information, Liturgy of the Word with the Eucharist is laid 

down by the Church for use when priests are not available. It is often referred 

to in short as a ‘Eucharistic Service’, but this description does not emphasise 
the importance of the Word. 
 

Bible Alive/Magnificat are important approved resources that follow the 
weekly Mass readings. They deepen our understanding of the Word we hear at 

Mass or Services of the Word with the Eucharist.
